Increased disk space requirement

If you are upgrading from Sage Timberline Office 9.7, do not install the upgrade until you have sufficient
hard disk space available. For compatibility with the latest version of the Pervasive database, we updated
the file formats of the Sage 300 Construction and Real Estate files, so the file sizes may increase up to
200% of their current size. Increased disk space is also necessary on the server for the Timberline Office
data at the following locations:

e 2003/XP - C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Application Data\Sage\Timberline Office
e 2008/Vista/Windows7 - C:\ProgramData\Sage\Timberline Office

Also, your server should have at least 2 GB of available hard disk space in addition to the space required
for the expanded data files. If you need assistance in determining space requirements, contact your IT
professional or your Sage Business Partner.

Before upgrading, back up the Timberline Office data. Test your backups by restoring them to test folders.
Periodic testing of your backup system is important because backup media has a limited life, backup
devices may malfunction, and the backup software settings may have changed.
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
