Installation

Before you install this update, review the System Requirements chapter of the User's Guide and the
Install Sage 300 Construction and Real Estate chapter, which provides step-by-step instructions.

[ﬂ NOTE: We currently do not support Microsoft Windows 8 or Microsoft Server 2012. We will support
these operating systems in a future release.

Installation Notes

= Document Management - During the Accounting installation, AP invoice batches that are in the
Document Management Scan queue will be locked. These batches are then automatically moved from
the Scan queue to DocuVault during the installation of DocuVault 12.1. If you want to send these
batches to an Inbox prior to the upgrade, you must complete that action before installing Sage 300
Construction and Real Estate.

= Project Management Correspondence Log - If you use the Correspondence Log and Windows Office
2010, you must install Project Management components on your server and workstations afteryou
install Sage 300 Construction and Real Estate 12.1. Follow the instructions in the "Install Project
Management Components" section in Chapter 2 of the User Guide.

= Estimating - If you use Sage Estimating, we recommend that you install Sage Estimating 12.1 after
installing Sage 300 Construction and Real Estate 12.1.

Resolved issues

Accounting uninstall fixed

When uninstalling Accounting, the system now only removes files that were installed by the Installation
process, not files that the operator placed in the default directory manually.

DM uninstall/install fixed

If you had Document Management (DM) on your server and then reinstalled or upgraded DM, the system
previously deleted the files in the SageDocuVaultServices and SageSTO virtual directories but not the
folders, which caused these folders to be skipped during the install process. This issue has been fixed.
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Database and Report Changes

As with any release, database changes in Sage 300 Construction and Real Estate applications may affect
your custom report designs or custom third-party applications. Contact your authorized business partner to
discuss any issues relating to custom reports or third-party applications.

To view fields contained in new records:
= In Report Designer, view the Available Fields report (by selecting Tools > Available Fields).

= In Crystal Reports, open an existing report, specify the data source location, add new or modified
records, and view the fields through Field Explorer. For more information about this procedure, refer to
the Crystal Reports chapter of the User's Guide.

New features and enhancements

Rebranding

As part of our effort to continue to build an even stronger Sage brand in the construction and real estate
industry in 2012, we have renamed Sage Timberline Office to Sage 300 Construction and Real Estate.
This change not only reflects our commitment to providing you with industry-specific solutions, it also
makes it easier for you to find additional Sage solutions that fit your business, if and when you need them.
All menus, icons, and references have been updated to reflect our new product name. The new product
name also appears by default in the background of the application screens; (see page 7).

Export to Excel

There is now an improved method to export data to an Excel spreadsheet by using an inquiry to collect the

data to export. In an application, select the inquiry, and then click 1= or [Export to Excel]. The system
saves the data in a .xls spreadsheet with a name beginning with "Inquiry" and including the inquiry name.

NOTE: When opening the resulting .xIs file, you may receive the following message: "The file you
are trying to open is in a different format than specified by the file extension. Verify that the file is not
corrupted and if from a trusted source before opening the file. Do you want to open the file now?"
For .xls files produced with Inquiries, click [Yes]. For more information about this message, see
Microsoft knowledgebase article 948615.

Email enhancements

To help track email messages sent out from Sage 300 Construction and Real Estate, send copies of the
emails to the default sender by selecting the CC to default sender email check box in the Options
window on the Mail Settings tab (assessed by selecting Tools > Options). Specify the email address for
From (default sender) in the Sending Settings window (assessed by selecting File > Send Settings).

If you use Outlook, you can "drag and drop" Outlook email messages and their attachments to the File
Links areas of any Attachments window.

Performance improvements and remote print
Software performance was improved, so tasks may start up faster and reports may run faster.
Security synchronization was improved so that Report Manager and Inquiry Manager may close faster.

Your reports may print faster when you have your server generate reports instead of your workstation.
Specify which network printers interface with the server in the Options window (accessed by selecting
Tools > Options and clicking the Reports tab). At the workstation, access the Customize window (by
selecting Tools > Customize), click the Remote Print tab, select the Remote Print check box, and
enter the name of the server.

Office Connector integration

You can now use the Reports Manager to add Office Connector templates to the report menus in most
applications, so the templates can be accessed easier.

User interface improvements

The layout of many windows were updated to make them easier for entering and viewing information. For
example, the Vendor Setup and Payment Selection windows in Accounts Payable now display more
information. If your screen resolution is higher than 1024 x 768, the system displays more lines for
transactions in the Payroll Enter Time window and the Accounts Payable Enter Invoices window.

Modern screen design and theme support

The screens in the applications have a refreshed, modern look. You can change the background image,
hide the logo, or choose another theme in any application in the Customize window (accessed by
selecting Tools > Customize and then clicking the Appearance tab).
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The updated look of Sage 300 Construction and Real Estate appears automatically in Windows XP,
Windows Vista, and Windows 7 operating systems.

When the Send to Printer option in the Send window is selected, the list of available printers sometimes

did not include network printers. This has been fixed.

Running of report designs update

If a Crystal Report design contains Boolean (true/false) parameters, the report will now correctly run from

the Reports menu.

File Doctor updated

When running File Doctor on a file and the file's notes contain unprintable characters, the system no longer
deletes the notes.

New features and enhancements

Subcontractor compliance management

To help reduce risks, you can now track compliance items within the software. In addition to expanded
capabilities for tracking lien waivers and insurance, you can also track certified reports and miscellaneous
compliance items, such as licenses, permits, and test results. When an item is out of compliance, you can
have the system warn operators at invoice entry and at payment selection. You can also block payments
to vendors when something is out of compliance.

Lien waivers: You can choose when the system generates lien waivers--when invoices are posted,
selected for payment, or paid. (Previously, the system only generated lien waivers for payments.) You can
now track four types of lien waivers (conditional partial, conditional final, unconditional partial, and
unconditional final) as well as pre-liens. On jobs, you specify which types of vendors should have lien
waivers and the minimum amount needed before the system generates them.

Certified reports: You can now track the receipt of weekly certified reports for commitments on jobs. On
jobs, you specify which types of vendors should submit the certified reports.

Insurance: You can track six different types of insurance for a vendor, the four types available in previous
releases plus two additional types that you can name. In addition, you can track specific insurance
policies required for particular commitments.

Miscellaneous compliance items: You can now track additional compliance items that are customized
for your business needs. These can be associated with the vendor or a commitment. You can specify a
jurisdiction if an item is only required by a particular city or state, such as a permit. If an item is not usually
received until the end of the job (such as a warranty booklet), you can mark it for final compliance; the
system does not display compliance warnings for this item during early work on the commitment but will at
the end.

In addition, you can require final compliance approval for a job before the final amount can be paid to the
vendor. Any outstanding compliance items must be resolved before final approval.

You use the Subcontractor Compliance Management window to track receipt of the compliance items.
The grids in this window display the compliance items that the system generated based on the settings but
you can also enter these items manually. From the Lien Waivers tab, you can print the lien waivers or
send them as email attachments to the vendors.

. CAUTION: Because of the scope of lien waiver enhancements, lien waiver information is now
stored in a different database table. When you upgrade your software, your existing lien waiver data
will automatically be moved to the correct table. New Crystal and Report Designer formats are
included in this release, but your existing custom report formats must be modified to work with the
new data. You may want to wait to upgrade until your custom reports are ready to use.
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Accounts Payable

If your Version 9.8 software was set up to create lien waivers, when you upgrade to Version 12.1, the
software will be set to continue creating the same types of lien waivers for the same vendors; you do not
need to make any changes (except to customize the new lien waiver reports). The upgrade automatically
transitions the Version 9.8 settings to the following Version 12.1 settings:

e AP - Compliance Settings window:
¢ Unconditional Lien Waivers tab is set to create partial lien waivers at Invoice payment.
e Final lien waiver is set to be the Final payment amount.

o Only specified vendors will have lien waivers; (the Enable lien waivers for all vendors
based on job compliance settings check box is not selected).

e AP - Compliance Warning Settings window: The Display warning message during invoice
entry check box is selected on the Lien Waivers tab.

e Vendor Setup window: If a vendor was previously selected to have lien waivers, the Create lien
waivers for this vendor based on job settings check box will be selected (on the new
Insurance/Compliance tab).

e Job Compliance tab of the Job Setup window (in Job Cost):

o Ifajob was previously selected to have lien waivers, the Generate lien waivers check box
will be selected for all four vendor types.

o If aminimum lien waiver amount was set, that amount is displayed or all four vendor types.
For more information about these settings, click [Help] in the window to view the online help.

Electronic payments

You can now choose to pay invoices to specific vendors electronically instead of paying them by check or
recording payments by credit card. For the vendors who will receive your electronic payments, select a
payment type of Electronic in the Vendor Setup window and enter the vendor's bank information.

The bank accounts that will send the electronic payments must be set up in Cash Management. The
routing information must also be set up in the Electronic Payment Options window (in Accounts
Payable).

When you enter invoices or select invoices to pay, you can change the payment type to be used. When
you run the Generate Electronic Payments task, the system creates an electronic payment file that
conforms to the National Automated Clearing House Association (NACHA) and ABA rules, which you
send to your bank for paying vendors.

(Available for U.S. and Australian systems only.)
Full integration with Aatrix for 1099 and T5018 tax forms

You no longer have to worry about getting the latest tax forms. Sage 300 Construction and Real Estate
has become more fully integrated with Aatrix to seamlessly enable you to generate 1099 or T5018 forms
for your vendors; these tax forms are guaranteed to be compliant with federal and state governments.
From within Aatrix, you can print the forms so you can manually file the forms. However, you may choose
to take advantage of the built-in ability to eFile the forms using the Aatrix eFile Center.
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Accounts Payable

Vendor deactivation

If you no longer use a vendor, you can select a check box to mark the vendor inactive. The vendor will no
longer be displayed in selection lists but can still be included on reports.

Vendor location and email addresses

In the Vendor Setup window, you can click the globe icon to open Bing maps and see the location of the
vendor. You can get directions to this location. You can also enter the email address of two contacts per
vendor, instead of needing custom fields for this information.

Resolved issues

More distribution lines available for certain screen resolutions

For screen resolutions higher than 1024, additional distribution entry lines are available in the Enter
Invoices, Change Invoices, and Pending Invoices windows.

Batch button available in the Create Statement Invoice window

When using manual Batches and Batch Control Totals for Accounts Payable, the Create Statement
Invoice window (accessed by selecting Tasks > Verify Statement Balance and then clicking [Create
Invoice]) now has a [Batch] button.

Verify Statement Balance performance improved
The Verify Statement Balance window now opens faster.
Changing Misc Deduction 2 affects invoice selection

If an invoice was selected for payment and then the Misc Deduction 2 percent is changed on an invoice,
the invoice is no longer selected for payment.

Payment Selection window is now resizable

Inthe Payment Selection window (accessed by selecting Tasks > Select Invoices to Pay > On
Screen List and clicking [Start]), you can now resize the window and the window size will persist.

1099 forms by Prefix C

When processing 1099 forms through Aatrix (accessed by selecting Tasks > Government eFile and
Reporting > Form 1099 (USA)), the 1099 forms can now be generated by Prefix C.

Taxable totals corrected (Australia)
The tax paid for exempt invoices is no longer included on the Taxable Payments Tax Paid Totals.
T5018 processing improved

For all T5018 recipient types, Aatrix now accepts the Recipient Business Number (Nation EIN) and Social
Insurance Number (Recipient Account Number) for the same recipient.

The "Direct Write" integration with Accounts Payable and Job Cost replaces the previous import routine,
thus making the integration seamless.

. CAUTION: Toresolve an issue with stock transfers, you must install Purchasing and Inventory
Update 1. See the download instructions for POIV update 1 for more information.

Resolved issues—12.1 Purchasing and Inventory Update 1

When you post a stock transfer in Inventory, the transfer-in side of the entry now gets marked as posted,
so the transfer-in side no longer displays on the posting journal.

If you used Inventory and created stock transfers with version 12.1 before installing Purchasing and
Inventory Update 1, contact Customer Support to correct the stock transfer entries.

Previously, posting stock transfer batches did not always update the quantity on hand or create Stock In
transactions when insufficient quantity existed. Now, the quantity on hand is always updated and the
correct transactions are created when posting stock transfers.

Subcontractor compliance management

You can now track compliance items within the software. In addition to expanded capabilities for tracking
lien waivers and insurance, you can also track certified reports and miscellaneous compliance items, such
as licenses, permits, and test results.

On ajob, you can select to track lien waivers (and the minimum amount required for the lien waiver), track
certified reports, and require final approval by vendor type. You can also track miscellaneous compliance
items based on the jurisdiction of the job. On a commitment, you can require specific types of insurance in
addition to insurance required for the vendor. In the Enter Commitment window, you can mark the final
compliance approval when there are no outstanding compliance items.

The Secondary Vendors window was enhanced. In addition to tracking lien waivers, you can now track
the receipt of certified reports from the secondary vendors. If you issue a joint check that includes a
secondary vendor, that amount is displayed in the window.

CAUTION: Secondary vendor information is now stored in a different database table. When you
upgrade your software, your existing data will automatically be moved to the correct table. If you
have existing custom report formats that access this information, they must be modified to work with
the new data. You may want to wait to upgrade until your custom reports are ready to use.

If your Version 9.8 software was set up to create lien waivers, when you upgrade to Version 12.1, the
software will be set to continue creating the same types of lien waivers for the same vendors; you do not
need to make any changes (except to customize the new lien waiver reports). The upgrade automatically
transitions the Version 9.8 settings to Version 12.1 settings; see page 10for more information.

. CAUTION: If you have moved closed jobs to an archive data folder but still have lien waivers for

these jobs in your current data folder, move the associated lien waivers to the same archive data
folder as the closed jobs before you upgrade to Version 12.1.
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Job Cost

When you upgrade to Version 12.1, the insurance for existing commitments will not be out of compliance;
the insurance and warnings will have the following settings:

e Insurance for Commitment window: The Required and Received check boxes are not selected .

e AP - Compliance Warning Settings window (in Accounts Payable): The Display warning
message during invoice entry check box is selected on the Insurance tab.

If you import commitments that include insurance information, note the import file changes for field 35
onward. For more information, see the "Import Commitments file" and the "Commitments" topics in the
online help.

Job location and email addresses

Inthe Job Setup window, you can click the globe icon to open Bing maps and see the location of the job.
You can get directions to this location. You can also enter the email address for the job's project manager
and superintendent, instead of needing custom fields for this information.
